Eyes on the Prize 
 

Not that I have already obtained this or have already reached the goal; but I press on to make it my own, 
because Christ Jesus has made me his own. Beloved, I do not consider that I have made it my own; but this 
one thing I do: forgetting what lies behind and straining forward to what lies ahead, I press on toward the 
goal for the prize of the heavenly call of God in Christ Jesus. Let those of us then who are mature be of the 
same mind; and if you think differently about anything, this too God will reveal to you. Only let us hold fast 
to what we have attained. 
 

For the past couple of weeks, I have been looking very closely at Philippians 3:12-16.  To be candid, 
it was part of my school assignments as part of the doctoral program I have entered. Nevertheless, 
the study of this passage has offered many important and intriguing revelations.  I would like to share a couple of those 
with you. 
 

Paulôs exhortation to press on is exemplified by Paul himself.  This passage falls in between Paulôs address of two  
difficulties that have befallen them.  Philippi was a Roman colony that was very loyal to the Roman emperor; brought 
into the Roman empire after the defeat of the last Macedonian king in 168BC.  It came into prominence many years later 
when Rome solidified the region of Macedonia from four regions into one.  Under Roman rule the  
city enjoyed trade through the port of Neapolis nearby and exported its grain and wine through the same port into the 
Mediterranean.  Trade wasnôt the only thing that was plentiful in this agricultural city.  Religion was also abundant. 
In addition to the Roman cult of the emperor, there were also a great many other ñtoleratedò religions as long as respect 
was given to Roma, the patron goddess of Rome, and Caesar.  
 

Paul came into this city and would have encountered a very strong religious presence as well as a citizenry loyal to 
Rome.  After all, the Philippians enjoyed the benefits of Roman citizenship including land and legal rights.  Because of 
this loyalty, Paulôs converts faced considerable pressure to return to the normal religious and civic loyalty of the city. 
There was also in the city a group of Judaizers or Jewish Christians who seemed to follow Paul from city to city to  
encourage Paulôs converts to adopt the ethnic and covenant markers of Judaism.  Paulôs encouragement, from prison no 
less, was for them to resist the pull of the society both in its civic loyalty and its religious culture.  Jesus, not Caesar, 
was Lord after all. 
  
In 3:3-11, Paul reminds the Philippians that it is the followers of Christ who are the true circumcision (vs 3) and, that  
the things that they boast about, are really not adequate reasons to abandon the teaching of Paulôs gospel.  Paul goes on  
to describe his accomplishments and his merits.  He quickly dismisses them in favor of ñéthe surpassing greatness of 
knowing Christ.ò (NIV)  Because of this prize he has discovered, he is determined to ñpress onò (vs 12, 14).  In addition 
to the instruction that he gives about the Judaizers, Paul next turns to those pagans who tempt the Philippians to revert 
back to their old way of life.  The apostle tells them that it isnôt worth it to go back. Instead, he urges them to follow his 
example and take his lead, reminding them that their citizenship is not in this Roman colony but in the Kingdom of God. 
 

This passage teaches us several things: 
 First, it reminds us that we cannot go back to the way we used to live.  It is appealing. It is easier than the life 
 that we have chosen in Christ.  But nonetheless, that life will make us into animals; driven by our instincts and 
 refusing to restrain our impulses.  
 Second, Paul offers himself as an example to the Philippians.  There are people in our lives who are our  
 examples and who inspire us to rise above where we are today and press on to become all that God intends. 
 Equally important is the fact that we too are called to be the example for others.  Along the journey of faith,  
 everyone has a Paul in their life; a person that inspires and encourages us to realize the potential God has 
 placed within us.  Just as we have a Paul, we need to be a Paul for someone else; to pass on the faith.  
 Third, we must recognize that earthly citizenship is not our greatest prize.  The goal is to live into our heavenly 
 citizenship.  We often get caught up in the wonderful privileges that we enjoy as citizens of the United States. 
 While those benefits are truly a blessing, our security and redemption are not found in this nation.  They are 
 found in the Lord Jesus Christ.  This is not to say that our earthly citizenship is worthless.  This is not the case  
 at all.  No, that blessing serves us well as we seek to advance the gospel and bring about the kingdom of our 
 God on earth. The reign and rule we seek is the reign and rule of the one who has saved us and is sanctifying us.  
 

So, as we continue with one another, in community, as we pursue a greater knowledge of the Lord, let us not be weighed 
down by the cares of this world.  ñTherefore, since we are surrounded by such a great cloud of witnesses, let us throw 
off everything that hinders and the sin that so easily entangles. And let us run with perseverance the race marked out for 
us.ò (Hebrews 12:1)  The best is ahead, so letôs forget what lies behind and press on to what is ahead, as we keep our 
eyes on the prize, our Lord Christ Jesus.

BEMA Discipleship is a multi-year study of the Old and New Testament from  
a Jewish perspective.  Marty Solomon is Jewish by heritage but was raised in  
a Christian home, attended Bible college and was finally reintroduced to his  
Jewish roots by Ray Vander Laan.  This encounter started Marty on a journey  
of discovery that continues today.  The Bema lessons begin in Genesis and  
continue though the entire Bible, asking participants to re-look at the Scriptures 

through the cultural eyes of the original hearers and seeking to answer questions that most of us have never thought to 
ask.  Participants will be introduced to a portion of the text and then are left to wrestle with the issues uncovered, as a 
group of disciples.
